MODEL CONSTITUTION

NAME AND COLORS
1. The Club shall be known as ______________ Netball Club
2. The representative colours of the club shall be _____________________________

OBJECTS

1. The objective of the Club shall be:

- To promote the exercise of netballers' rights and the promotion and improvement of Netball, its competition, its facilities.  

- To provide facilities for matches and training and to encourage a community spirit;

- For the furtherance of these objects to represent the interests of Netballers and Netball supporters in consultation with the area Club (“CANA”);

- To promote the harmonious functioning of a multi-racial, multi-denominational community and to work towards the promotion of a successful Netball Club.
· The Club shall have the power to affiliate to any Body whose objects may be of benefit to its membership.

MEMBERSHIP

1. Membership shall be open, irrespective of nationality, race, colour, political or religious belief on the following basis:

2. Each member shall, on request, be supplied with a copy of the constitution by the secretary.

3. It shall be a condition of membership that all members at all times conduct themselves in a reasonable manner at meetings or in premises used by the Club.  Any member may be excluded for breach of this condition, or for any other conduct contravening the objects of the Club, by a majority of those present and voting at any Committee or General Meeting.  Any member so excluded shall have a right of appeal to the following General Meeting.

4. Any monies raised by or on behalf of the Club shall only be applied in furtherance of the objects of the Club.

CONDUCT OF BUSINESS

1. The business of the Club shall be conducted by an Executive Committee elected at each Annual General Meeting, which shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, , and Public Relations secretary.  
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2. The Annual General Meeting may decide how many positions on the Committee and how many officer posts may be held by each member of the Club provided that they shall not constitute a majority of the executive committee or of the officers of the Club.

3. The election or removal of Executive Committee may only be carried out by a General Meeting of the Club.  The Committee may temporarily fill any vacancy arising among the officers of the Club from its other members until the next General Meeting of members.

COMMITTEE MEMBERS

1. The Committee shall meet as necessary as and not less than 8 times in a year.  [Committee Meetings shall be open to any member of the Club wishing to attend who may speak but not vote.]

GENERAL MEETINGS

1. Not less than four of the Committee's meetings shall be General Meetings of the Club open to all members to speak and vote.  The decisions of General Meetings of the Club shall be binding on the Committee.  All decisions shall be taken by a simple majority of full members present and voting.  All members shall be given not less than 14 days notice of any General Meeting.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS

1. The Committee shall call an Annual General Meeting of the Club each year in the month of _________; not less than 28 days notice of the Annual General Meeting shall be given to all members and all those eligible for membership.

At this meeting

- The committee shall present an annual report of the Club;

- Sub-committees shall present an annual report and accounts of their activities;

- The committee shall present the certified accounts of the Club for the previous year;

- The officers and committee for the next year shall be elected;

- any proposals submitted to the Secretary in writing not less than 7 days in advance of the meeting shall be discussed.

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

1. The Secretary shall call a Special General Meeting at the request of a majority of the Executive Committee; or on receipt of a written petition by not less than two-thirds of the members of the Club, giving reasons for their request.  The Secretary shall give not less than 7 days' notice of the holding of a Special General Meeting, which shall take place within 21 days of the receipt of the request or petition. Discussions at such meetings shall be limited exclusively to the matter(s) for which said meeting was called.
QUORUM

1. The quorum for committee meetings of the Club shall be one half of its elected membership or ____ members, whichever is the greater.  The quorum for all general meetings shall be one half of the membership or ____members, whichever is the lesser.
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NOTICE OF MEETINGS

1. Notice of all meetings where required shall be sent to each member's registered address as stated on the registration form and shall include the date, time and place of the meeting and an agenda of matters to be discussed.

SUB-COMMITTEES

1. The Executive Committee may appoint such sub-committees as may be required to carry out the activities of the Club.  Such sub-committee shall be directly accountable to the Executive Committee.  The respective sub-committees shall agree in advance to the terms of reference of any sub-committee, which may then act and apply any finance raised by itself or on its behalf only within those terms.  The President, Secretary and Treasurer of the Club shall be ex-officio members of any sub-committee.

2. Where any sub-committee is to continue in existence beyond the Annual General Meeting following its appointment, its members shall submit themselves for re-election at that meeting and annually thereafter.

3. All sub-committees shall keep proper accounts of income and expenditure, and a proper record of all meetings, and shall report on them or deliver them up as required by the Executive Committee or General Meeting. All funding must be pre-approved by the Executive Committee. 

4. The Executive Committee or General Meeting may dissolve any sub-committee whereupon the accounts, records and assets, financial or otherwise, of the sub-committee shall pass into the hands of the Committee.

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

1. THE PRESIDENT (or in his/her absence the Vice-President) shall conduct the meeting of the Club.

2. THE VICE-PRESIDENT shall deputize for the President in his/her absence and shall be responsible for the fund raising activities of the Club.

3. THE TREASURER shall open and maintain a banking account in the name of the Club.  All checks shall be signed by the Treasurer and one or two other committee members nominated by the Executive Committee.  The Treasurer shall keep proper accounts of income and expenditure and report on them or deliver them up as required by the Executive Committee or General Meeting.  Such accounts shall be certified by a qualified accountant or a non-member of the Club appointed by the membership at the Annual General Meeting.

4. THE SECRETARY shall be responsible for the convening of all meetings and the giving of the prescribed notice to members.  S/he shall ensure that a proper record is kept of all meetings of the Club, its committee and sub-committees in the form of Minutes; and shall deliver up such records as required by the Committee or General Meeting.  The Secretary shall permit the Minutes to be examined on receipt of not less than 7 days' notice by any 2 members of the Club.
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5. THE PUBLIC RELATIONS SECRETARY shall be responsible for the marketing and promotion of the sport of Netball and shall be the initial liaison point for inquiries about the sport of Netball. He/she will also act as an intermediary in the first instance in respect of any dispute that may arise within the Club or members thereof in an effort to resolve the same in its preliminary stages.

6. Any member[s] or officer[s] delegated to represent the Club in consultation with any other Body shall act on the instructions of the Club and shall report back to the following Committee or General Meeting, whichever is the sooner.  Only full members of the Club shall be delegated to consult with any other governing body.

ALTERATIONS TO THE CONSTITUTION

1. Any proposal to alter this constitution must be submitted to the Secretary of the Club not less than 28 days before the meeting at which it is to be discussed.  Not less than 14 days' notice shall be given of such a meeting, together with wording of the proposed alteration[s].  Any alteration shall require the approval of two-thirds of those present and voting at the meeting.

DISSOLUTION

1. If the Executive Committee no longer exists, and any ten members of the Club shall decide that the Club should be dissolved, they give at least 14 days' notice to all those eligible for membership of a meeting at which the matter shall be discussed.  For the sole purpose of dissolution a quorum need not apply, and the Club may be dissolved by a two-thirds majority of those present.  The assets, financial and otherwise, remaining when the Club has satisfied its liabilities, shall be applied for such purposes of benefit to the community as the meeting shall decide.
